
Eight of the top 10 Teams 
Now Confirmed 

he field of top curlers continues to grow for the first ever Cactus 
Pheasant Classic, which will be part of the World Curling Tour,  slated 
for Brooks November 1st to 4th.T

With the recent confirmations, the Cactus Pheasant Classic  has 8 of the top 
10 teams competing for the $70,000 purse.

Some of the more colorful and flamboyant names in curling will also be in 
attendance for the Cactus Pheasant Classic.  Guy Hemmings from Montreal 
will make the trip to Brooks in November. Hemmings  is the 4 time Quebec 
Men's and 4 time Quebec Junior Men's Champion.

Another colorful character  attending will be Olympic Silver Medalists Mike 
Harris. Mike Harris skipped Canada's curling entry to a Silver medal at the 
1998 Nagano Olympics and  is familiar with curling fans the as the  CBC 
curling analyst. He has been an instrumental force in launching the Nokia 
Junior Stars program designed to introduce curling to Canadians aged 8 - 16.

Joel Jordison from Moose, Jaw,   Saskatchewan, ranked 9th  on the World 
Curling has confirmed he will  attending.  Jordison  has appeared five times 
in the Saskatchewan Provincial Men's Curling championships.

The 1984 Alberta Mixed Champion and  ranked 10th  on the World Curling 
Tour,   Mark Johnson from Edmonton will attend the Cactus Classic.  
Johnson is familiar  with  Alberta curling fans as he has appeared in the 
Alberta Men's Provincial finals 7 times.

Also confirmed  is Brent MacDonald, ranked 13th and 14th ranked  Martin 
Ferland from the Royal Montreal Curling Club. MacDonald is the 1999 
Alberta Men's Curling Champion and has appeared in the Alberta provincial 
finals 6 times.  Ferland is the 2007 Quebec Men's Champion and was the 
Quebec Junior Champion in 1989.

The Cactus Pheasant Classic, with most of the major names,  will no doubt be 
one of the premier curling events of the year,” says Co-Chair Lawrence 
Block. “It certainly is one of the biggest events for Alberta and certainly for 
the City of Brooks and area.”

The complete line up for the 24 team field will be announced in the next 
couple of weeks.

Curl TV   will be broadcasting games over the Internet from the Cactus 
Pheasant Classic which gives the event national and international exposure.
